Wang is the first Asian woman to
complete the Explorer’s Grand
Slam — climbing the highest
peak on each continent, including
Mount Everest, and reaching the
North and South Poles.

Through her company, Journey With Lei, she works with

Her dream to climb Mount Everest became a
transformative journey that reshaped her understanding of
courage, persistence and human potential.

Wang received a bachelor’s degree in computer science from
Tsinghua University in Beijing, China, a master’s degree in
computer science from the University of North Carolina at
Chapel Hill in the U.S. and a Master of Business Administration
from The Wharton School of the University of Pennsylvania in
Philadelphia, U.S.

Wang is the author of “After the Summit: New Rules for Reaching
Your Peak Potential in Your Career and Life.” She lives in Seattle,
Washington, U.S., and hosts the “Journey With Lei” podcast,

in which she discusses leadership, culture and how to help
businesses reach new heights.
